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Policy Statement

Activity Centres Inc. aims to provide a quality Service that meets the needs of children by providing them with the resources they need to meet their interests, have fun and support their development whilst meeting the needs of the parents by providing affordable care.

Fundraising at the Service will involve, the participation of the children and their families, and provide the opportunity for them to have a sense of ownership in deciding which equipment will be purchased with the funds that are raised. 
Procedures

· Educators, Management Committee members, children and families will be asked to participate in fundraising events to support the Organisation. Fundraising will assist in keeping fees as low as we can to ensure that we stay as affordable as possible.
· Families will be encouraged to become involved in our fundraising activities. Educators will actively seek this involvement by asking for their assistance and participation in particular fundraising events, through volunteering time, donating resources, asking for ideas or selling tickets or fundraising items.
· Educators will encourage feedback and input from families in relation to fundraising programs.
· Fundraising will be encouraged and supported by the Management Committee and wherever possible it will not be a part of the income required in the annual budget but will be used to purchase additional equipment and resources for the children.
· Families and children will be informed and kept updated on what their fundraising efforts are raising money for and the resources and the equipment that will be purchased with the fundraising money.   
· All monies raised via fundraising will need to be banked separately to make sure accurate records are maintained as per ACI Financial Management Policy. 
· The Organisation may operate compulsory fundraisers where all families are asked to participate due to our financial situation. Parents not wishing to participate in the compulsory fundraiser will be required to make a donation, which will be a pre-determined amount approved by the Management Committee and added to their account and deemed as a cash donation.  In this instance we will inform families the purpose of the compulsory fundraiser and what the money is used for.
